	English Curriculum Statement


Intent

At Bentley CE Primary School, we believe that a high-quality English curriculum should develop children’s love of reading, writing and speaking and listening. Through the teaching of English, we are equipping children with key life skills enabling them to communicate effectively in a range of both spoken and written forms across all subjects and a range of contexts. Language is fundamental to making meaning and to develop our views and opinions of the world around us, so it is crucial for children to learn to communicate fluently in both spoken and written form. Children are taught using high-quality texts and are immersed in vocabulary-rich learning environments, which ensures curriculum expectations and the progression of skills are met. Our English curriculum provides children with all the necessary tools they will need in further education and to participate fully as a member of society.

Implementation

When children join Bentley, they begin a structured synthetic phonics program called Read Write Inc. in Year R, which supports both reading and spelling pattern recognition. This program forms the foundation for reading in Year R and Year 1, after which children transition to Guided Reading in Year 2 and beyond. The Read Write Inc. phonics curriculum is enriched by daily class stories and access to library books, which parents are encouraged to read with their children at home. As students become more independent, they learn how to select books from our extensive library, a welcoming space for reading, studying, or simply relaxing with a favorite book. Parents are also encouraged to read with their children nightly. For students who need extra support with phonics and reading fluency, we provide interventions using Read Write Inc.’s Rapid Catch Up program.

At Bentley, we run a Reading Reward scheme to create a reading culture within our children – it is designed to encourage children to read at home, encourage parents to be aware of the reading their child does and to promote a love of reading. Children are awarded a bronze badge when they achieve 50 reads, a silver badge after 100 reads and a gold badge for 150 reads. Further reading successes are recognised with certificates and bookmark.

Shared and Guided Writing

Shared and Guided writing takes place regularly in classrooms as a whole class and in small groups. This forms part of the taught English learning journeys where a class teacher will model an example of writing to the whole class. It is then used to support children’s writing in the development of different forms, styles and genres. A class teacher or TA may work with a small group of children to guide them through the writing process. Children have opportunities to work through and refine the writing process, including plan, draft, edit, proof-read and publish their work.

Grammar, Punctuation and Spelling

As the children move through the school, new aspects of grammar and punctuation are introduced and previously taught aspects are revisited and developed.

From Year 2, spelling rules and patterns are taught during spelling lessons and revisited throughout the curriculum and using the ‘No Nonsense Spelling’ scheme. Children are given the opportunity to investigate, practise and apply rules and patterns. Weekly homework provides further opportunities to learn these rules. 

Handwriting

At Bentley, we aim for children to write in a fluent, joined style which is neat and attractive, allowing children to communicate meaning through writing quickly and effectively. The handwriting approach is followed to support the teaching and learning of handwriting. This allows for a consistent approach and progression of handwriting skills across the school. Children are awarded a pen licence when they have mastered consistent and neat joined writing. In Year R, gross and fine motor skills are practised through a wide range of activities. Fine motor skills continue to be practised for those children who need it.

Speaking and listening skills are nurtured through drama, discussions, storytelling, and presentations. Plays, concerts, and sharing assemblies further build students’ confidence and enhance their listening and communication skills.

Impact

When our children leave Bentley, their learning in English will have enabled them to be effective communicators, fluent and comprehensive readers and proficient writers. Using their high-quality English education, they will have a strong foundation to enable them to communication effectively, both verbally and in print, and they will have an appreciation for a range of books, have a love of reading and understand the importance of English across the curriculum.


	Substantive and Disciplinary Knowledge

In primary school English, substantive and disciplinary knowledge work together to provide students with a rich understanding of language, literature, and communication. Substantive knowledge in English involves foundational skills such as reading, writing, grammar, and vocabulary, while disciplinary knowledge includes the analytical, interpretive, and communicative skills needed to think critically and express ideas effectively.

Substantive Knowledge 

Substantive knowledge in English encompasses the essential skills, rules, and knowledge that students need to understand and use language. This includes:

· Phonics and Decoding Skills: Understanding the relationships between letters and sounds, which helps students decode words when reading and develop fluency.
· Vocabulary: Building a broad vocabulary to support reading comprehension and expressive writing. This includes learning the meanings of words, prefixes, suffixes, and synonyms to understand and use language accurately.
· Grammar and Syntax: Learning the rules of grammar, punctuation, and sentence structure. Primary students develop an understanding of nouns, verbs, adjectives, adverbs, tenses, and clauses, which helps them construct clear sentences and paragraphs.
· Text Types and Structures: Familiarising with different forms of writing (e.g., stories, poems, reports, instructions) and their characteristics. This helps students recognize and understand the purpose and structure of different genres, which in turn guides their own writing.
· Literature and Key Texts: Exposure to a range of texts, including stories, poems, and nonfiction, which allows students to develop a love for reading and gain insights into different cultures, times, and perspectives.

This substantive knowledge provides students with the building blocks of literacy, supporting them in decoding, understanding, and creating a variety of texts.

Disciplinary Knowledge 

Disciplinary knowledge in English involves the skills, processes, and ways of thinking that students use to interpret, analyse, and create texts. This includes:

· Comprehension and Interpretation: Developing the ability to understand and interpret text, including identifying themes, main ideas, and key details. Students learn to infer meaning, consider characters’ motives, and predict outcomes, moving beyond surface reading to a deeper understanding.
· Analysis of Language and Structure: Recognising and analysing how authors use language, tone, and structure to create effects and convey messages. For example, students might examine how descriptive words build mood or how dialogue reveals character.
· Critical Thinking and Perspective-Taking: Considering different viewpoints and purposes in texts. Students start to evaluate texts by considering the author’s intentions, the target audience, and the broader context, helping them develop empathy and critical perspectives.
· Communication and Expression: Learning to express ideas, thoughts, and interpretations in both spoken and written form. This includes organising ideas logically, using evidence to support opinions, and adapting language to suit the audience and purpose.
· Editing and Revising: Engaging in the process of reviewing and improving their own writing. This includes checking for grammar, coherence, and effectiveness, and making adjustments to enhance clarity, style, and impact.

This disciplinary knowledge equips students with the skills to think critically about texts, understand deeper meanings, and communicate effectively.
