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EYFS 

	
Intent

At Bentley, we are ambitious for every child and aim to build strong foundations from the very start in EYFS. Our school is rooted in Christian values of love, courage, and community, reflecting God’s deep love for us, which we weave into everyday life.
We provide a rich, engaging curriculum that inspires children to learn and teachers to teach. High-quality teaching in a nurturing, inclusive environment ensures all children, regardless of background or ability, can develop their full potential. We value individuality and celebrate differences.
Each year, we consider children’s unique starting points to shape a play-based EYFS curriculum that develops essential skills, knowledge, and understanding, preparing them for the next stage of their education. Children with additional needs, including SEND, receive tailored support to help them succeed.
Daily learning includes child-initiated and adult-led activities in carefully designed indoor and outdoor environments. We work closely with parents and carers to nurture happy, independent learners. Our aim is for all children to make strong progress, achieve the Early Learning Goals, and transition confidently into KS1.

Implementation

We achieve our curriculum intent by providing high quality teaching and learning opportunities for all children. The curriculum is delivered by following the Statutory EYFS Framework Sept 2021 and supported by the Development Matters non-statutory curriculum guidance July 2021
Our Early Years curriculum at Bentley is planned to provide teaching and learning opportunities activities across the seven areas of learning. 
The Prime Areas: 
· Communication and Language 
· Personal, Social and Emotional Development 
· Physical Development 
The Specific Areas: 
· Literacy 
· Mathematics 
· Understanding the World 
· Expressive Arts and Design 
We have a curriculum that is child-centred and that is based upon enrichment experiences and topics which engage the children. We take time to get to know children’s interests and regularly develop existing topics to respond to the children’s changing needs and interests. Throughout the year, we work towards our aspirations as final outcomes to our learning journeys. 
All areas of the EYFS curriculum are followed and planned for to ensure there is a broad, balanced and progressive learning environment and curriculum.
Our environment incorporates continuous and enhanced provision. We believe that access to continuous provision activities provides the children with vital opportunities to embed prior learning and independently practise skills previously taught. Through initiating their own play in continuous provision the children can be creative in their approach to their learning and develop vital communication and language skills as they collaborate, share and take turns. 
Enhanced provision activities are more focussed, often topic based, and designed to be stimulating and engaging. They allow children to develop particular skills essential to their development.
We aim to ensure that these areas are always stimulating and exciting and that, importantly, they are accessible to all children, regardless of where they are on their learning journey. The environments are developed to encourage challenge and allow them to access the curriculum independently and confidently with the necessary level of support and challenge.
We ensure our continuous and enhanced provision supports the development of the children’s Characteristics of Effective Learning. These are:
· Playing and Exploring – children investigate and experience things, and have a go; 
· Active Learning – children concentrate and keep on trying if they encounter difficulties, and enjoy achievements; 
· Creating and Thinking Critically – children have and develop their own ideas, make links between ideas and develop strategies for doing things.
These elements underpin how we reflect on each child’s development and adjust our practice accordingly. Supporting children in the development of their individual learning behaviours and observing the context of their play is essential to identifying next steps for learning.





	Our Curriculum Aspirations

	
Our aspirations set out what we hope all children will experience, develop, and achieve during their Reception year, ensuring they feel safe, supported, and excited about learning. They guide our teaching, planning, and support, ensuring that every child has the opportunity to grow academically, socially, and emotionally. By setting aspirations, we create high expectations for all children and ensure our approach is consistent, purposeful, and focused on their well-being and development.
Our aspirations are designed to integrate the seven areas of learning and development in EYFS (Personal, Social & Emotional Development, Physical Development, Communication & Language, Understanding the World, Expressive Arts & Design, Mathematics, and Literacy) into meaningful, project-based experiences. Each aspiration is a practical goal that combines skills, knowledge, and attitudes through hands-on activities and collaboration.

Aspiration 1: Retell a Favourite Story to Year 6 Buddies
Purpose: Develop communication, creativity, and confidence through storytelling.
Overview:
· Children select a story, adapt it, and retell it using expressive arts (drama, dance, puppetry).
· Activities include making invitations, creating props, writing simple scripts, and performing.
· Links to EYFS areas: Literacy (story maps, invitations), Expressive Arts & Design (puppets, music), PSED (relationships, resilience), Maths (numbered seats, ticketing), UTW (local traditions).
Aspiration 2: Create Fairground Games for Year 1
Purpose: Foster problem-solving, teamwork, and mathematical reasoning.
Overview:
· Children design and build simple games, write rules, and explain them to others.
· Activities include exploring traditional games, creating signs, and calculating scores.
· Links to EYFS areas: Maths (counting, addition), Communication & Language (explaining rules), PSED (turn-taking), Physical Development (coordination), Expressive Arts & Design (game boards).


Aspiration 3: Create and Share a Picnic
Purpose: Promote healthy living, collaboration, and practical life skills.
Overview:
· Children plan a menu, grow food, prepare dishes, and share a picnic.
· Activities include measuring ingredients, following recipes, and discussing hygiene.
· Links to EYFS areas: Understanding the World (growing plants), Maths (measuring), Physical Development (safe handling), PSED (collaboration), Literacy (shopping lists, recipes).
Aspiration 4: Create a Page for Our RE Floor Book and Share with Year 1 Teacher
Purpose: Encourage reflection, respect for diversity, and creative expression through religious education.
Overview:
· Children create a page for the RE floor book using photographs, drawings, and artwork.
· Activities include listening to and acting out Bible stories, exploring traditions like Shabbat, and discussing family and faith.
· Links to EYFS areas: Communication & Language (sharing experiences), Literacy (writing labels, captions), Expressive Arts & Design (collage, painting), PSED (respect for differences), Understanding the World (learning about religions), Maths (page numbering, sorting).
Together, these aspirations provide a holistic approach to learning, ensuring coverage of all EYFS areas while fostering creativity, independence, and community engagement.
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	Reading and Phonics

	At Bentley, we use a systematic synthetic phonics programme called Read Write Inc (RWI) to teach children to read. Phonic sounds are introduced in a fun and engaging way during our children’s first term in Early Years. Sessions are taught daily and children work in small groups according to their confidence and competence. The groups are reassessed and re-organised on a regular basis in order to match the pace and progression of each child. The overarching aim of the RWI programme is to teach pupils to:
· Segment words into their constituent phonemes in order to spell words.
· Apply the skill of blending to read real and monster (made up) words.
· Learn that blending and segmenting are a reversible process and help with both reading and spelling.
· Read high frequency words (red words) that do not conform to the regular phonic patterns.
· Read texts and words that are within their phonic capabilities as early as possible.
· Decode texts effortlessly so that they can focus on using reading to learn; comprehension skills.
· Spell accurately using the sounds that they have already been taught.
All children take two reading books home a week which are matched to the phonic sounds they have been taught and are currently learning.


	Writing 

	[bookmark: our-aim]To help children become confident early writers by building strong foundations in language, mark‑making, handwriting, phonics and purposeful writing based on the EYFS curriculum and Writing Framework 2025

· Children explore marks from the moment they join us.
· We provide a wide range of tools (chalk, pens, paint, sand, natural materials) across indoor and outdoor areas.
· Practitioners celebrate all marks as a form of communication.

· Writing begins with talking. Children rehearse ideas aloud before writing.
· Adults model vocabulary, sentences, storytelling and explanations.
· High‑quality books, rhymes and role‑play enrich children’s language.

· Daily opportunities develop hand strength and coordination (playdough, threading, climbing, construction).
· When ready, children are taught how to hold a pencil and form letters correctly.
· Handwriting is introduced gradually and practised regularly.

· Writing links closely with our phonics programme, Read Write Inc
· Children learn to hear sounds in words and record them using letters.
· Early spelling focuses on phonetic attempts, building accuracy over time.

· Writing is embedded across the environment: lists, signs, labels, cards, messages, role‑play writing.
· Adults model writing throughout the day.
· Children’s writing is displayed and celebrated.
Progression
Children typically move through: 
· Mark‑making → Letter‑like shapes → Recognisable letters → Simple words → Short phrases or sentences
· Progress is individual and non‑linear; adults support children at their own developmental stage.










	Mathematics

	Mathematics in Bentley is taught through practical, engaging, and child-centred whole class sessions. We follow the White Rose Maths scheme, which provides a clear, progressive framework for developing mathematical understanding from the earliest stages. Within this framework, we use a ‘Number of the Week’ approach to give children focused, in-depth experience of a single number. This is supported by the BBC Numberblocks program and a range of hands-on resources to inspire, motivate, and make learning accessible and enjoyable.  We follow a teaching-for-mastery approach with a strong focus on developing secure early number sense. Guided by NCETM materials, we give children rich opportunities to “see the maths” through subitising, comparison, and exploring the composition of number. Using clear representations, precise mathematical language, and small-step progression, we ensure understanding is deep and secure. Through purposeful play and meaningful mathematical talk, children build confidence, flexibility, and a strong foundation for future learning.
During whole-class sessions, children might explore numbers through counting objects, using numicon or cubes to build numbers, matching quantities to numerals, and using everyday objects for simple addition and subtraction. For example, children might sort toy animals into groups, share fruit between teddies, or identify shapes in the classroom environment. Songs, games, and interactive stories are also used to reinforce number recognition and mathematical language, making learning fun and memorable.
In addition to these structured sessions, our enhanced provision provides continuous opportunities to practise and consolidate mathematical skills in a play-based context. Children might:
· Measure ingredients in a baking activity, exploring weight and volume.
· Build towers or patterns with blocks, recognising shapes, sizes, and sequencing.
· Use the sand or water trays to explore capacity and volume.
· Play shop or role-play games, using coins and counting money to develop early numeracy.
· Sort and classify objects by colour, size, or shape, developing their understanding of sets and categories. 
A key focus of our EYFS maths curriculum is the development of reasoning skills. Children are encouraged to explain their thinking, justify their choices, compare quantities, and find multiple ways to solve problems. Staff use targeted questioning such as “How do you know?” or “Can you show me another way?” to scaffold children’s reasoning and extend their thinking. This ensures children not only acquire essential numeracy skills but also build a strong foundation in logical thinking, problem-solving, and confidence with numbers, preparing them for future learning in Key Stage 1 and beyond.
